ABOUT THE WINE
Grapes for our Five Sisters Blend Cabernet Sauvignon were cool fermented in temperature controlled, open topped fermentation tanks 
and gently punched down by hand. �is time-consuming, gentle processing optimizes fruit extraction and limits harsh tannins. �e 
wine is a blend of  78% Cabernet Sauvignon, 11% Malbec, 6% Petit Verdot, 4% Merlot and 1% Cabernet Franc. All of the components 
of this wine were fermented and barrel-aged separately for 22 months in French and American oak barrels, then combined to create our 
Five Sisters Blend.

TASTING NOTES
Mouthwatering aromas of ripe black cherry, cassis, mocha, rose petals and spice box 
delight the nose and continue as �avors in the luscious, velvety mouth. �e long, 
delicious �nish begs for another sip and another…

ABOUT THE VINES 
All of the Bordeaux varieties (Cabernet Sauvignon, Malbec, Petit Verdot, Merlot and Cabernet Franc) that make up our Five Sisters 
Blend Cabernet Sauvignon are grown throughout our estate in the soils and micro-climates that they are best suited for; the Cabernet 
Sauvignon is grown in some of the steepest and highest elevations, where the serpentine-rich clay soils inhibit vine growth and vigor, 
thus insuring that the resulting grapes (and wine) is intensely �avored and well balanced; the Petit Verdot and Cabernet Franc are both 
planted in brown rocky soil outcrops next to the Cabernet Sauvignon, where they can each develop their own classic aromas and �avors; 
the Malbec is planted in deeper and richer soils that allow it to develop the lush aromatics and so�, silky structure that our Malbec is 
becoming known for; the Merlot is grown right next to our Brown Barn in black, clay-rich soils, which inhibit vine growth and promote 
fruit intensity. All of this careful planting, tending, combining, processing and aging help create our consistently excellent Cabernet 
Sauvignon blend.
