Alexander Valley.  The folks at J. Rickards Winery 
seem to have a knack with getting Zinfandel ripe 
and yet keeping it balanced and in the true table-wine 
realm, and, in 2007, they have found just a little 
more depth and complexity.  This wine is very 
solidly centered on blackberry fruit and comes with 
appealing accents of dusty earth, dried flowers and 
crème caramel that afford it a real sense of layering.  
Still a bit tough, but carefully balanced, it is deserving 
of patience and should emerge from a few year’s rest 
in fine form. © 2010 by CONNOISSEURS’ GUIDE TO CALIFORNIA WINE, LLC.
